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Bylaws - the Committee on International Students and Scholars (CISS)

Article 1. Purpose and Function

The Committee on International Students and Scholars (CISS) supports the international
education mission of the University System of Georgia, and more particularly the System
Council on International Education (SCIE) by encouraging an active participatory
membership of campus professionals who support international students and scholars on
their respective USG campuses.
